1.
Any changes made to the event contract by the Party of the Second Part without prior knowledge and written consent of Music For Your Pleasure will immediately render the event contract void.  If any changes in the event are to be made, a new contract will be issued.  Oral agreements are not acceptable and non-binding. 

2.
Party of the Second Part will have 30 days from issuance of the event contract to send signed contract, Agreement of Services form, and required deposit fee.  Event contract will immediately become voided if deposit fee and signed contract is not received by the due date on the contract.

3.
Party of the Second Part will excuse Disc Jockey’s performance if unable to play due to sickness, family death, accidents, riots, strikes, epidemics, acts of god, or other legitimate condition beyond the DJ’s control. If such circumstances should arise, all reasonable efforts will be made by Music For Your Pleasure to find a substitute DJ or other Disc Jockey company of Music For Your Pleasure’s choice at the agreed upon fees.  Should Music For  Your Pleasure be unable to produce a replacement, Party of the Second Part will receive a full refund only for any deposits or payments made prior to or on event date.  Contract is non-transferable to another party without the written consent of Music For Your Pleasure.

4.
Music For Your Pleasure has the final say in whether or not a particular song, artist, or music format will be played.  Disc Jockey reserves the right not to play any song that he/she considers vulgar, offensive, or inappropriate for guests attending the event.

5.
Music For Your Pleasure will make an extra effort to obtain specific songs on the completed questionaire but will not be held responsible for any songs that are verbally requested, or requested in writing on the questionaire  or song request list.

6.
In the event of circumstances prior to or during event deemed by the DJ that suggest abusive treatment, thereat, or implied threat of injury to the DJs or damage to any equipment or music in the DJs possession, DJ reserves the right to immediately cancel contract and/or cease performance. Party of the Second Part will be held responsible for payment in full, regardless of whether the situation is resolved or whether the DJ resumes performance. In order to prevent equipment damage or liability  arising from accidental injury to any individual attending the event, DJ reserves the rights to deny any guest any access to sound system, music recordings, or equipment.

7.
The agreed amount applies exclusively to the performance times set forth on the event contract.  Extended performance time added after the event contract has been signed either prior to or on the event date may be provided at the rate of $100.00 per hour.  It may not always be possible to provide additional performance time. However, when feasible, requests for extended playing time will try to be accommodated.  Disc Jockey reserves the right for any reason to decline any request for extended playing time. Party of the Second Part must receive permission from the owner or supervisor on duty of the venue before any extended playing time is accommodated. Music For Your Pleasure requests the DJs be permitted a minimum of 60 minutes before the engagement and 60 minutes after the engagement for setting up and taking down equipment.

8.
In the occurrence of non-payment from the Party of the Second Part, Music For Your Pleasure reserves all rights to obtain payments through District Court. Party of the Second Part will be held responsible for all court fees, legal fees, and collection costs incurred by Music For Your Pleasure.  Party of the Second Part will be charged $20.00 for each bounced check in addition to a $10.00 service charge for each additional collection notice. 

9.
In the event that DJ is required to stop playing due to owner, management, supervisor of the venue, or local enforcement agency (i.e. police), Party of the Second Part will be held responsible for full payment of the complete performance time as specified on the event contract.

10.
Party of the Second Part will take steps to provide reasonable protection of Music For Your Pleasure’s equipment, music, and personnel during the contracted period and will be held responsible for any damages incurred to equipment, music, or personnel due to a lack of reasonable protection (except in the case of gross negligence on the part of the DJs). If damages arise due to negligence on behalf of the Party of the Second Part or any attending guests, full compensation will be made payable by the Party of the Second Part to the extent of repair or replacement of damaged music and equipment, and all costs of medical treatment.  

11.
Party of the Second Part shall provide Music For Your Pleasure with safe and appropriate working conditions. This includes, but is not limited to, providing a secure and sturdy 8 ft. banquet table with tablecloth and a 120-volt outlet (3 prong outlet with at least 15 amps available) from a reliable power source within 25 feet of the set-up area. The facility provided will be one that completely covers and protects Music For Your Pleasure’s equipment from adverse weather conditions (i.e., direct sunlight, rain, excessive winds, etc.). DJ reserves the right to cancel services prior to start time or conclude playing during event due to occurrence of extreme weather conditions (i.e., torrential rains, thunderstorms, lightning, etc.). Party of the Second Part will also be required to furnish directions to place of engagement.

12.
Party of the Second Part agrees to defend, indemnify, assume liability for and hold Music For Your Pleasure blameless for any claims, damages, losses, and expenses by or to any person, regardless the basis, which pertains directly or indirectly to Music For Your Pleasure’s performance. In the event that a civil action arises in an effort to enforce any provisions of this agreement, the losing party shall pay the attorney’s fee and court cost of the prevailing party.

13.
The laws of the State of Massachusetts shall govern this agreement and the event contract.  In the event of suit involving or relating to this agreement, Party of the Second Part agrees that venue will be Central Berkshire District Court. Party of the Second Part agrees that in all circumstances,  Music For Your Pleasure’s liability will only be limited to an amount equal to the performance fee and that Music For Your Pleasure will not be held liable for any indirect or consequential damages arising from any breech of contract on behalf of either party.
